Symptoms Replacing the cabin filter

 Important safety note

Cabin/pollen filter change

To change the cabin filter/pollen filter on the vehicles mentioned above, proceed as follows:

• Switch off the ignition

• Move the passenger seat backwards

• Remove the trim in the passenger footwell (<span class="gallery-mode--link" data-
order="1">Fig. 1</span>)

• Unlock the cover of the filter housing (2x) (<span class="gallery-mode--link" data-order="2">Fig
2.</span>)

• Remove the cover downwards

• Pull the filter out downwards (<span class="gallery-mode--link" data-order="3">Fig. 3</span>)

• Bend the new filter slightly when installing it and make sure it is installed in the correct position

• Assemble the cover and trim in reverse order
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
